Abstract Application

This workshop focuses on “problems” encountered in the
research process in the field of sociolinguistics and how to
overcome them. This includes all aspects of research, from
conceptualizing a research project, to data collection, to
interpretation and analysis. Based on concrete problems
brought by the participants as well as by the invited
lecturers, the workshop aims to provide participants with
analytical tools for wunderstanding, managing and/or
overcoming research problems. Through small group
consultations with our two seasoned lecturers as well as
exchanges with peers, the workshop also aims to develop
an understanding of “problems” as an inherent component
of the research process, and of “troubleshooting” (in a
metaphorical sense) as a valuable and productive tool for
knowledge production.
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Participating students are requested to remain in
residence throughout the 2-day workshop, if feasible.
To apply to participate, please provide a brief
description of your current research (max. 1 page).
